Spring Compliance Reminders
» Holiday Decorations: Remove all seasonal decorations promptly.
» Vehicles: No repairs or car washing on property, including garages.
e Lawn Care: Grass under 5 inches. Free mowers/weed-whackers available.
e Trampolines: Require written approval.
« A/C Units: Only portable units allowed; window units need approved exceptions (ground floor only).
e BBQs: Keep 10 ft from structures; never leave unattended; dispose of coals properly.
e Pet Waste: Pick up immediately in yards and commmon areas.
e Patio Lighting: No decorative string lights; freestanding battery lights permitted.
« RV Parking: Not allowed except for 2 hours for loading/unloading.
e Clutter & Trash: Keep patios tidy. Put trash cans out after 6:00 PM the night before; put away by
8:00 PM on pickup day. Excess trash may incur charges.

Preparing to PCS this Season? Here are a few helpful tips, reminders, and important requirements
to make your move as smooth as possible:

» Provide a copy of your orders to the Leasing Office as soon as
you receive them. If you are in a current lease and need to break
it due to PCS orders, Hunt requires a copy of your orders within
five (5) days of the received date. Orders submitted late may
result in a lease break fee.

e A 30-day written notice is required. To start your notice, contact
us at landingsrso@huntcompanies.com or call (360) 447-5900.
Please include the exact date your home will be vacated.

o After your notice is received, we will schedule a pre-move-out
inspection as well as a final move-out inspection to help
ensure a smooth transition.
